Utilizing the Writing Folder
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The writing folder in Primarily Writing (p. 20) describes the three-prong pocket folder used as a place for students to record topic ideas, titles of books they’ve written, words they want to learn to spell, and target skills they’ve used.  (Masters for these sheets are available on this website.)

An extension of the writing folder is to utilize the pockets in the folder as a place for students to store writing tools and their writing-in-progress.
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In this pocket, students store laminated copies of tools they may need to help them spell, such as an alphabet chart, digraph chart, a colored pencil for revision, etc.





In this pocket, students store their current five-page-book.
